Installation Guide



Disassemble top nut and o’ring seal from the top of

the valves and cradle mount.

Place the hand shower cradle mount

through the deck from underneath.

Tighten the top nut, with the o’ring seal in place,

to the top of the handshower cradle until the top

nut is flush to the top nut.

Secure in place from the bottom mounting nut.
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Place the cold (blue) valve through deck from

underneath.
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Tighten the top nut, with the o’ring seal in place,

to the top of the cold valve until the top nut is

bottomed out to the top of the valve.

Secure in place from the bottom mounting nut.
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Place the hot (red) valve through the deck from

underneath.



Tighten the top nut, with the o’ring seal in place,

to the top of the hot valve until the top nut is

bottomed out to the top of the valve.
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Secure in place from the bottom mounting nut.

Place the diverter valve through the deck from

underneath. Ensure one of the divot holes is facing

toward the direction of the tub.
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Tighten the top nut, with the o’ring seal in place,

to the top of the diverter valve until the top nut is

flush to the top of the valve.



Secure in place from the bottom mounting nut.
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Fasten the roller and roller screw into place on

both sides of the diverter valve.

Tighten down the screw with a flat head

screwdriver.
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Attach hot/cold valve to diverter valve, utilizing ¾”

connections.



Place the spout anchor mount through the deck

from the top of the deck.
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Secure the washer and mounting nut from

underneath the deck.

Apply plumbers’ tape onto the bottom shank of

the spout anchor. Secure the supplied tee

connection to the bottom mount shank.

Ensure one of the divot holes is facing toward the

direction of the tub.
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
